On Wednesday 20 June, for the first time, the Prešov Region organised the Energy Day in the Prešov Region. The region is keen to be the territorial coordinator of the Covenant of Mayors since February 2012. As its first activity, the Prešov Region decided to join the EUSEW. 
Activities across the region were dedicated to the reduction of energy consumption and the use of renewable energy resources. As stated by President of the Prešov Region Mr. Peter Chudík: “Our goal was to raise awareness on the issue of sustainable energy among the public and experts.”
On this occasion the energy efficiency, renewable energy resources, and the initiative of the Covenant of Mayors were discussed by local and regional representatives and experts during the workshop. The event was marked by the foundation of the Energy Cluster in the Prešov Region. The workshop was accompanied by the exhibition of photographs “Green Energy and the Prešov Region.” Around 60 photographs were submitted by authors ageing from 17 to 70 within the open photo competition organised by the region. The winning photos were displayed in the exposition.

The Energy Day in the Prešov Region is supported by secondary schools and cultural organisations during the whole week of the EUSEW. Around 40 schools, libraries, museums, and galleries engage students and citizens in many interesting activities. Numerous actions include: quizzes, competitions, excursions, debates, collection of recycling goods (old batteries, accumulators, bulbs, etc.), online voting, and a puppet theatre.
